The Delaware and Rutland Model Railroad Limited

Appearance Standard 
1. Overall dimensions of the model must be as accurate to the prototype as possible (i.e. length, height, door width, capacity, etc.).

2. Ends, sides, doors, sills, roofs are to be as close to the prototype as possible and failing an exact match, must be of the same type (i.e. outside brace vs smooth sides, plug door vs sliding door, peaked roof vs flat roof, etc.).
3. If the proper car becomes available in model form at a later date, then the older car will be replaced with the correct model.

4. Steps, ladders, grab irons must not be broken or bent to excess.

5. Added detail parts are to be secured with the least amount or glue required to secure to the model, with no obvious glue spots.  The parts will also be of the correct type and properly positioned and painted as per the prototype.
6. Motive Power and Rolling Stock must have the proper brake components, located in the proper location and secured to the equipment.

7. All equipment is to be weathered and dullcoated.  Weathering will reflect the type of Motive Power and Rolling Stock, type of service the Motive Power and Rolling Stock is in and the age of the equipment.

8. Cars that have removable loads will be weathered with the load removed.  The load will be weathered separately.  Also cars with movable doors will be weatered with the doors in the closed position.

9. Excessive weathering will not be used to hide defects in the Motive Power and Rolling Stock, paint or lettering.

10. Custom painted Motive Power and Rolling Stock are to be painted in such a manner that details are not damaged or obscured and so that the paint does not crack or run.
11. Custom painted Motive Power and Rolling Stock with more than one colour will have a neat and proper colour separation where required.

12. Truck sideframes are to be painted to match the prototype (i.e. some cars have painted sideframes but most are black or grimy black).  Also the wheel treads must be completely free of paint.

13. Trucks are to be of the correct type for the car (i.e. roller bearing vs Bettendorf).
14. Lettering on Motive Power and Rolling Stock to be as accurate as possible (i.e. weight, height, length, capacity, etc.).

15. Lettering to be applied properly (i.e. straight, legible, not damaged and with no trapped air bubbles under the decal film).

16. Decals must be applied on a glossy finish and must be set down with a decal set to ensure proper setting of the decal.  The decal film must also be sealed with a coat of flat finish.

17. Dry transfers must be applied on a flat finish to ensure proper setting.  The dry transfer must also be sealed with a coat of flat finish.
18. The reporting marks must  be ledgable.

Operations and the Motive Power and Rolling Stock departments will have the final say on approval or rejection of all cars or locomotives submitted.
